Voucher FE4F3EA562 has been established for our use (see step 9 below). Once you go through the registration process using this voucher, you will receive a unique access code number (not the same as this voucher number) via e-mail; it takes a minute or two to receive it.  That code will allow you access to the course. Instructions for logging in to the course are listed below. You can exit and return to the course as needed.

SAP 4.6C Navigation Course Registration Instructions

1. Access the RWD Technology, Inc. website at http://www.certification.net/rwdelearning/. 

2. Click Welcome.

3. On the Welcome page, enter your NASA email address in the section titled "Do you want to register to take a course; sample a course; or look at our catalog?" (ex. John.Doe@msfc.nasa.gov). You must enter your NASA email address correctly in order to receive further important information for completing the course.  Click Sign Up!. 

4. On the Enter/Change User Information page, complete all required fields. Click Submit.

5. On the Technical Requirements and Course Selection page, select the course you wish to view (SAP 4.6C Navigation) from the drop-down list. Click Submit. 

6. On the License Agreement page, read the entire License Agreement. To accept; click I Agree (will advance you through the process) or I Disagree (will take you to RWD home page).

7. On the Course Payment page, select PrePaid Voucher and click Submit. 

8. On the Voucher Screen page; enter the voucher number provided to you in this email. Click Access Course.

9. Access your NASA email and open the email message from CertificationNet that contains your access code. Select the access code and copy it. 

10. Return to RWD Technology, Inc. website.

11. On the Enter Access Code page; paste the access code into the Access Code field. Click Submit.
